A Councillor said that they had sent the measurements around for the footpath between The Street and Barkis
Meadow it was said that we need more than one quote it was asked if anyone new of any other surfacing
contractors.

It was mentioned about the Ponds in the village and asked if we need any risk assessments done or signage put
up Cllr Paul Ashdown said he would ask who is responsible.

A Councillor told us that the trees in the play park have now all been inspected and will not need to be done
again for 3 years. But there is now a question about the trees in the Millennium Green as they have never been
checked, it was agreed that the councillor would ask the tree surgeon who done the ones in the play park to
give us a quote for the work to be done.

A Councillor let us all know that the church St Mary the Virgin in Blundeston will be closed from 22" April
until the beginning of June 2024 due to having work done and a safety concern.
